Ducab appoints new GM Sales and Marketing to direct strategic growth of company’s sales 
Seasoned executive Colin McKay welcomes opportunity to take Ducab forward with new products across new and existing channels    

Dubai, November XX, 2010:  In a move to capitalize on recent product diversification and expansion, Ducab—one of the leading manufacturers of power cables in the Middle East—has announced the appointment of a new General Manager for its global Sales & Marketing division based out of the company’s Jebel Ali headquarters in Dubai. Colin has successfully climbed the ranks of the international cable industry for the last 30 years.   Joining the fold of the internationally renowned cable manufacturer Delta Crompton Cables and having undergone a four year induction scheme in conjunction with the University of North London ,Colin was one of the youngest men ever to assume the role of Commercial Manager with Delta at the age of just 28.   Subsequent roles in the Middle East with Delta and its subsidiary Cables & Plastics were among his early overseas assignments.  
Joining Elektrim’s UK subsidiary Copper Cable Company (CCC) in the mid-1990s, Colin took the company’s cable sales from $15m to over $200m during his tenure.  Although Elektrim eventually sold its CCC operations to Tele-Fonika in 2000, Colin stayed on board and since 2000 has spent three periods as a Board Director latterly in the position of Vice-President Sales.

“Both as a market and as a headquarters, the UAE is the place to be in today’s cable industry and Ducab is a strong well recognised brand,” adds McKay.  “For Ducab in particular, demand has remained consistently strong, outpacing other developing markets and further defining the company as the Middle East’s leader in quality.”  
Ducab was previously been honoured with the recognitions such as the “Mohammed Bin Rashid Business Excellence Award” and “Emirates Quality Mark Award” for its achievements in the manufacturing sector whilst the recent addition has been the 2nd consecutive Superbrands award for branding excellence in the region.

Ducab is jointly owned by the Governments of Dubai and Abu Dhabi (50% each) and has one of the most modern manufacturing units in the region. It occupies an area of 590,000 square meters of land in Jebel Ali, Dubai and nearly 330,000 square meters in Mussafah, Abu Dhabi spread over 2 factories. Today, Ducab produces over 110,000 copper tonnes equivalent of low voltage, medium and high voltage cables, emerging as the leader and the first choice of prestigious customers in the Middle East. Ducab's product range covers High Voltage cables up to 132kV, Ducab Powerplus Medium Voltage cables up to 33kV, Low Voltage power cables, control & auxiliary, wiring and lead-sheathed cables, Ducab-Smokemaster- Low Smoke and Fume cables, and Ducab-FR (Fire Resistance Cables), cable components and cable accessories, as well as copper rod that Ducab manufacture in their own copper rod plant.

Ducab is an ISO 9001:2000 certified company for both its factories. The Abu Dhabi factory was recently awarded an ISO 14001 Environmental Management System certificate and an OHSAS 18001 Occupational Health and Safety certificate by BASEC (British Approval Services for Cables). The cables comply with and are approved to the full British Standard of the Loss Prevention Certificate Board (LPCB) and Lloyd's Register, UK. These certifications are the latest in a string of recognitions achieved by the company including a two time winner of Gulf Excellence Award, two time winner of Dubai Quality Award, Gold category 2004 & 1998.

Ducab was recently honoured with the Mohammed Bin Rashid Business Excellence Award for their achievements in the manufacturing sector; this award ceremony was in the presence of H.H Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum Vice President, Prime Minister and Ruler of Dubai. Ducab has also won other awards such as the Investment Corporation of Dubai (ICD) Chairman’s Award for Outstanding Economic Value Creation in the Industrial Sector.
